Olga Syniakova begins the 2023/24 season at Teatro Real Madrid as
Zofia Halka. Her following roles are Polina Pique Dame with Opéra de
Lyon and Fidalma Il matrimonio segreto with Opera de Las Palmas.

In 2022/23 Syniakova appeared at the Royal Danish Opera as Varvara
Kdta Kabanovd, and returned to the Palau de les Arts Valencia in a
production of JenOfa. She made her debut at the Zurich Opera as
Orphee in Gluck’s masterpiece of the same name.

Other notable debuts for Synickova include Seaftle Opera debut as
Cherubino Le Nozze di Figaro, Polina Pique Dame af La Scala Milan
under Timur Zangiev, Opera Oviedo debut with the role of Fenena
Nabucco, Giulietta Les contes d'Hoffmann with Opera de las Palmas.

In concert she performed in Verdi's Requiem with the Brucknerhaus
Orchestra in Linz under Maestro Markus Poschner, Concert with the PNB
Orchestra Seattle under the direction of Emil de Cou and Alevtina loffe,
a solo program “Rossini y Espana” at the Teatro Real Madrid under
Lucia Marin, Orphee in Gluck's Orphee ed Euridice with Filharmonia de
Galicia under P. Daniel, Pergolesi's Stabat Mater, and Rossini's Pefite
Messe solennelle under Fabio Biondi as part of Musikfest Bremen.

At the Palau de les Arts Valencia, Syniakova took on the roles of Alisa
Lucia di Lammermoor, Contessa di Ceprano Rigoletto, Anfinomo I
Ritorno D'Ulisse In Patria, Laura in Tchaikovsky's lolanta. In the previous
season Valencia saw her as Ernesto Il Monde de la Luna, Second Lady
Die Zauberfléte, and Orlofsky Die Fledermaus under the baton of P.
Domingo.

2020 was to be marked by her USA debut with the Maryland Lyric
Opera as La Frugola Il Tabarro and Zita in Gianni Schicchi.*

Sinyakova collaborated with many distinguished conductors and stage
directors among them Timur Zangiev, Paul Daniel, Valeriy Gergiev,
Fabio Biondi, Markus Poschner, Beatrice Venezi and Placido Domingo,
Graham Vick, Emilio Sagi, Jean-Louis Grinda.

Hailing from Ukraine, Syniaokova was formerly a member of the
Philharmonic and a soloist of the Dnipro Opera and Ballet Theater. Her
